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JUSTIN [Latin: Justinus; 1st century AD] is the historian who abridged and published the "History of the World" by Trogus-Pompeius, in 44 books; he didn't change the title or the number of the books, but the origi�nal, very well written, disappeared. Pompeius's History became also known as History of Philip, because of his detailed account of the life of Philip, father of Alexander the Great.





The "History of the World" is written in a straightforward manner, sometimes monotonous, but always curious. The Author's thoughts are sage, though sometimes vulgar, other times brilliant and lively, yet here and there in “vulgar language that is not a model of virtue to the young students”, underlines the "Nouveau Dictionnaire Historique" (Paris 1789)…
